My additional comments are included below in red
1. Click Start, type regedit, and press <Enter>

2. Navigate to the key:

HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\Microsoft\Windows\CurrentVersion\Explorer\Shell Folders
3. Double-click on the Favorites entry, and replace the existing path with:


C:\ProgramData\Microsoft\Windows\StartMenu\Programs

 
[ Original Value Data in the form of:
“C:\Users\<user name>\Favorites” ]
 
note 1:  <user name> will be different on each system 

 
note 2:  Write down the Original value data if you think you may want to revert back.

 
note 3: System restore works to restore the registry to the original value, but only for a limited time !

4. Move to the key:

HKEY_CURRENT_USER\Software\Microsoft\Windows\CurrentVersion\Explorer\User Shell Folders


and repeat step 3.


[ Original Value Data in the form of:
“%USERPROFILE%\Favorites” ]

5. Exit regedit and restart your PC.

Now when you click Start, you should see a Programs menu on the right side.  Mouse over to see the fly-out menu of yore.
[Don't see it?  Right click Start, and click Properties. In the Start Menu tab, click Customize.  Scroll down to the Favorites menu entry, click its checkbox and then click OK, OK].
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
